From West Borough and Wimborne Square, regular bus
services operate to the surrounding towns which all offer a
good range of shops and services.

There are a number of well-regarded private and state schools
in the area including Queen Elzabeth's and Dumpton School,
Canford, Bryanston and Clayesmore. Public leisure facilities are
available at Queen Elizabeth's Leisure Centre. There are lovely
countryside walks locally and along the World Heritoge
Jurassic Coast footpaths to the south. Sailing and other water
sports can be enjoyed in Poole Harbour.
